This is one of the busiest months in the garden.
Everything is growing and the weeds just seem to
pop up overnight. Not to mention the legions of slugs
that arrive and are hell bent on eating all your plants.

-
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Do not despair though, as June progresses the month
gets drier, and the slugs do tend to thin out, and the
weed growth slows.

All the ornamental containers you have planted
should be growing well, and the flowers should be
starting to bloom. There are a few things to do to
ensure a good display for the rest of the summer.

1. Water all the containers well, either early morning
or late evening.

2. Feed at least once a week with tomato feed to keep
the plants looking their best (I feed my containers
twice a week).

3. Dead head the flowers once they have gone over.

4. Keep an eye open for slugs and greenfly attacks
and take appropriate action to deal with them.

For the herb containers try to use them as soon as
they are ready. For harvesting herbs always use a
sharp scissors and never pull them with your hands.
Try and use the herbs as quickly as possible to ensure
the best flavour.

Herb pots should have as much sun as you can give
them.

Any containers that have salads in them then the
same rules apply.

In the fruit garden Strawberries should be swelling up
and starting to ripen. Keep the berries off the soil by
putting straw on the soil and resting the berries on it.
| also use small pots to do the same. Watch out for
slugs.

In the ornamental garden your taller plants will need
staking and tying in. Try to use Jute string as this is
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softer on the plant stems. Try not to tie the string too
tight around the plant as this could strangle them.
Keep the flower beds as weed free as possible and
keep on top of the dead heading. This is particularly
important for Roses and Dahlias. This will help to
keep your plants flowering longer.

The main pest in June for the ornamental plants is
greenfly. There are a few ways to deal with them.

1. Use a garden hose and wash them off.

2. Make up a solution of washing up liquid in a spray
bottle and spray in on the affected areas. Never do
this when it is very sunny as it can cause scorching.

3. The chemical solution. Always follow the directions.

4. The other way is to do nothing and allow the
predators like ladybirds and birds to take them.

The lawn will be growing well now. Keep it trimmed at
least once a week. A well-kept lawn with well-trimmed
edges will really show off the whole garden.

If you have the time then visiting other peoples
gardens can be a great source of inspiration for your
garden. They are always happy to talk about their
gardening trials and triumphs.

It can be very easy to get overwhelmed with the
garden in summer, so the best tip | can give is to do
little but often. The other tip | give to people is to set
a time budget for your garden. The time budget is for
working in the garden and not just drinking tea and
admiring it (which is very important as well).

Start with a realistic amount of time like 15mins per
day and then move on from there. You can always
increase your time budget as time goes on but start
small. You can do a lot in 15mins.

Enjoy your garden.

Father Martin Barry

Today we celebrate a cherished
figure whose life has been
defined by faith, service, sport
and dedication to others.

Fr. Martin was born into a
family of 11 children (he being
the youngest) in 1936 in Barrys
Shop, Glanmire Village. He had
8 brothers and two sisters. His
only remaining sibling Peggy is
in her 101st year.

His love of hurling was evident
from a young age and winning
ways came early for him,
winning County U14 Hurling
with Sars in 1950. He went on to
win two Minor County Medals in
1953 & 1954. His early success
with his club success saw him
selected for Munster Colleges
Team in 1954. From there he
tasted success with his school
“The North Mon” winning the
coveted Harty Cup in 1955.

He was lucky enough to be part
of the Sarsfields team to win
the Senior County title in 1957
alongside his brothers Mick &
Pat Barry and his colleagues
Neil Hurley, Denis Hurley, Pat
O’Leary, Bobby Lotty, James
Hayes & Noel Looney to name a
few. He had missed out on the
1951 success as he was but a
teenager however, five of his
brothers were involved in that
1951 win.

He was as dedicated to football
as he was to hurling and had the
honour of captaining Glanmire
footballers to a Junior County
in 1958 resulting in promotion
to senior level. That same year
he captained Imokilly.

Beyond sport his life brought
himtofarawayshores. Ordained
a Kiltegan Father in 1968 and
posted to Londiani in Kenya
where his deep love of Africa &
his missionary work began. In
the 50+ years that followed, he
was instrumental in building 22
churches, numerous schools,
medical clinics and orphanages
in the Londiani area of Kenya.
His emphasis was also on
educating his parishioners
on how to trap rainwater
thereby improving their living
conditions, land & crops.

In 2008 when tribal war in Kenya
made international news, Fr.
Martin & his colleagues helped
his parishioners to escape
certain death during the ethnic
violence. Over 2000 people on
one night alone sought refuge
in his Catholic compound. Fr.
Martin was interviewed by
Pat Kenny on RTE Radio and
appeared on the 6 O’clock news

where he painted the picture
of events in his parish and
surrounding areas.

Although his work took him far
from home Fr. Martin always
remained deeply connected
to Glanmire and Sarsfields.
Initially, he would return to
Glanmire every four years for
holidays and every two years
once he reached the age of 65.

It was on one of these
occasions which coincided
with the 50th Anniversary of the
1957 County re-union he was
asked to say Mass in Sars in
the hope that the prayers might
bring some future success.
His sermons at the club mass
were inspirational and this was
part of the Sars calendar for a
number of years.

He retired home to Glanmire
in 2018 after serving 50 years
in Kenya. He continues to be
part of the fabric of Glanmire
community, and he has left an
indelible legacy.

Happy 90th Birthday Fr. Martin.

Silverspring Starch Mills

Nowadays, starch is perhaps
more associated with food and
diet rather than laundry. However,
before the introduction of
electricity and washing machines,
starch and blue were staples in
most Irish homes. In fact, starch
has an ancient history indicated
by the discovery of starch grains
on grinding stones and pottery,
suggesting that early human
societies were using starch-based
materials for food and textiles
over 30,000 years ago, but back
to the 1800s. At this time, Ireland
imported large amounts of blue
and starch from England, but the
enterprising Denny Lane, from
Cork, spotted an opportunity
to seize the home market and
embarked on the production of
starch from rice.

Evidence of his venture is nestled a
mere 600 meters to the northeast
of Kearney’s Cross (Sarsfield
Court Cross), with the distinctive
chimney of Silverspring Starch
Works visible. The site, located in
the townland of Knocknahorgan,
includes the remains of a large
complex first mapped in 1842
and recorded as ‘Bleach and Cloth
Mill’ on the Ordnance Survey map.
Also indicated on the nineteenth-
century map is an underground
brick tunnel that meanders uphill
to this stone-built chimney, which
rises approximately 12 meters
into the air.

But back to Denny Lane, according
to the Cork Examiner, 17 August
1901, ‘the old Silverspring mill,
built 60 years before, and used
successively as a frieze factory,
and bleach mills, was acquired
by him, and the plant for the
manufacture of starch was soon
put in position and work begun!
Lane, aware that Ireland did not
have a tradition of starch-making,
realised help was needed from
overseas, so he enticed skilled
workers  from England and
Scotland to Cork shores to train
his workers, who, according to
local folklore, were handpicked
on the recommendation of the
schoolmaster at Riverstown.
Soon, Lane and his workers had
transformed the vacant mills
once owned by Thomas Lyons
and Company and were producing
rice starch, which was available in
both granulated and crystal forms.
While starch was the predominant
product, the facility also produced
packing boxes and sturdy transit
cases.

A comprehensive article in the
Cork Examiner, 17 August 1901,
outlines the process employed in
Silverspring Starch Mills. Therrice,
sourced from Burma because of
its purity, was hoisted to the fourth
floor by elevator. There it was
immersed in a chemical solution
to purify it from glutinous matter.
Then the cleansed rice was ground
and pumped into macerators to
separate starch and gluten.

The starch was milled again and
the purified result, resembling
milk, was poured into perforated
linen-lined boxes, drained, cut into
slabs and dried at 200°F for 24
hours. The outer surfaces of the
slabs were scraped, wrapped and
further dried at 90-100°F over five
weeks to remove moisture and
bleach the starch. Once dried, the
cubes crumbled into large white
crystals, ready for packing.

The quality of the product
manufactured at Knocknahorgan,
the Silverspring Starch brand,
achieved national andinternational
recognition, receiving first prize
medals at the Dublin Exhibition,
1882, Cork Exhibition, 1883 and
the London Exhibition in both 1883
and 1884.

Much of the success of
Silverspring Starch must be
attributed to Denny Lane’s right-
hand man, John O'Brien, who
was described as ‘Mr. Lane’s able
and energetic aide-de-camp, his
unremitting attention to affairs
has been no inconsiderable factor
in the continued success of the
concern’. However, with the death
of Denny Lane in 1895, the mill
went into decline. With no son to
succeed Lane, a private company,
Silverspring Starch Co., was
formed to take over the business.
Starch production persisted until
the late 1920s, but after more than
half a century, manufacturing at
Cork’s only starch mills ceased.
The only visible signs today are
the remnants of the building,
the distinctive chimney and the
partially  collapsed brick-lined
tunnel linking the two. Hopefully,
though, this article will preserve
the history of the site for future
generations.

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Law's Well

To have a fresh water well in a
community in past times was
very beneficial to both people
and livestock. In the Sallybrook
area we were lucky to have at
least two in close proximity —
Laws well, close to Kearney's
cross in upper Sallybrook and
Fox’s well in Hazelwood. (See
map. Lewis Heritage Trails)

The Law family owned and
operated a corn mill; Slaters
Directory states that Robert Law
was the registered mill owner
in 1870. Close to the well was
a corn store, known locally as
The Brassy Castle. They also
had a corn store on Sand Quay,
Glanmire, where Barry’s terrace
now stands.

In an age before ‘personalized’
drinking bottles —local residents
were able to avail of this fresh
water whenever out and about.
Mrs. Kathleen Lotty (wife of the
late Jimmy) remembers both
Fox’s and Law’s wells, she was
born in Brooklodge but lived her
married life in Sallybrook.

There were over 18 mills on
the Glashaboy River in the
19th century. These industries
employed many people. There
must be a lot of local verbal
history of these times. It would
be very interesting to gather a
collection of stories from the
people and the families who
were involved.

On May 29th 2026 at 6.30pm
an unveiling of a plaque at the
entrance to the Glashaboy
Woods estate (opposite
Grandon’s car sales) will take
place. This is a small recognition
of the times past and the well
which is now redirected to
accommodate recent building in
this area. We would like to thank
David Nodwell Construction Ltd.
for their support in making this
possible.

Law's Well

Detail: Spring Well named after
past local family. A landscape
feature with no tradition of
sanctity- in Celtic myth however,
all springs and natural fountains
are deemed to be sacred and
under divine protection, and
thus attributed with particular
powers.

Location: ‘Castle Field” main
road boundary- across the
road from Sallybrook Industrial
Estate.

Brassy Castle
Detail: Corn
demolished.

Location: ‘Castle Field’ across
the road from Sallybrook
Industrial Estate.

Hegarty's forge

Detail: Work ceased here on the
death of Davy Hegarty, the last
smithy, in the late 1950’s.

Location: Beyond the Brook Inn,
on the left, was Hegarty’s Forge.

Sallybrook Woollen Mill
Detail: Formerly a paper mill,
it was established in 1840 as
a woollen mill by James Croft
& Company. It was later taken
over by O’Shaughnessy’s who
had tweed mills in Dripsey. They
installed up-to-date machinery
including a water-wheel costing
four hundred pounds. For a
time the mill was the largest
manufacturer in Ireland of
blankets, rugs and tweeds.
During the war years it produced
grey blankets for the Army.
Other owners of the mill were
the agricultural firm of Four
Oaks, and later Sherrards who
sold farm machinery.

Location: Sallybrook Industrial
Estate.

Glansillagh Mill

Detail: In 1842 Glansillagh Mill,
manufacturedlinenandwasalso
a dye works. Flax was steeped
in the adjoining mill-pond and
this procedure was known as
“retting”. An area to the right of
Sarsfield Court Road was used
for bleaching the linen - hence
the name Bleach Yard Hill. In the
1940’s and 1950’s the mill was
owned by Elwoods and Bowles,
who manufactured waterproof
coats, oilskin coats and capes,
and also Army uniforms (as
used by the American Army)
for Irish soldiers going to the
Congo. Glansillagh Mill was
destroyed by fire in December
1990.

Location: Situated on the

Glashaboy River, Sallybrook.

Playing Matters

White's Cross Junior
footballers remain firmly in
contention for silverware
after a mixed but encouraging
league campaign across both
the Junior 1 and Junior 4
grades.

The Junior 1 footballers
suffered their first league
loss with a disappointing
home defeat to Ballyphehane
in White's Cross. Defensive
lapses proved costly on
the night as they conceded
six goals in a high-scoring
encounter. However, the team
respondedin excellent fashion
in their next outing away to
Whitechurch, producing one
of their best displays of the
season to secure a deserved
victory on a scoreline of 3-12
to 2-8.

The win has left White's Cross
with everything still to play for,
as qualification for the league
final now depends on the
outcome of their final group
game against Douglas. At the
time of writing, that result is
not yet known, but the players
can take confidence from the
improvement shown after
their opening setback.

The club’s Junior 4 footballers
have already secured their
place in the league final after
an impressive run through
the competition. They faced
Ballyphehane’s second team
in the decider, which was
played in Ballinlough on
Sunday, May 24th, although
the result was unavailable at
the time of writing.

White's Cross earned their
place in the final thanks
to a number of strong
performances throughout the
campaign. They recorded two
victories over Glanmire, first
in the group stages and again
in the semi-final, while also
enjoying a comprehensive
win over Na Loachra Aeracha.
The consistency and
determination shown by the
panel throughout the year has
bleebn a major positive for the
club.

Meanwhile, the Junior 1
hurlers completed their league
programme with a narrow
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one-point defeat to Glenmore
in what was another closely
contested game. White’s
Cross actually outscored their
opponents in points, hitting
an impressive tally of 20
points, but the Glen’s ability to
find the net twice ultimately
proved decisive as the game
finished 2-15 to 0-20.

Overall, the hurlers can look
back on the campaign with
considerable encouragement.
They claimed an excellent
victory over Blackrock
and also earned a draw
with Whitechurch, who
subsequently went on to
win the tournament. White's
Cross also shared the spoils
in another competitive
encounter with Whitechurch,
further  underlining  their
ability to compete with the
strongest teams at this level.
Narrow defeats against
Nemo Rangers and Glen
Rovers showed just how fine
the margins were throughout
the season, and there is little
doubt that this group is more
than capable of challenging
for honours later in the year.

Underage Matters

St Colmcille's  underage
teams continue to show
encouraging signs across
football and hurling as several
squads make steady progress
through  their  respective
leagues and championships.

The under-12 footballers
completed their grading
league campaign in
impressive  fashion  with
a comprehensive victory
over Whitechurch. In fact,
all three of their wins in the
competition were dominant
performances, with the team
proving far too strong for their
opponents on each occasion.
The hope now is that, when
the league proper begins,
the squad will be placed in a
higher division where they can
face stronger opposition and
continue their development in
more competitive games.

The under-13 hurlers also
showed plenty of promise
throughout their grading
league campaign.

At its heart, this lovely piece
is a reflection on memory, love, and
mortality. It honours grandmothers not
only for what they do, but for who they
are — living archives of family history
whose sad fading reminds us how
precious ordinary moments truly are.

My Grandma by Shree Krishnamoorthy

I hugged her. She withdrew into herself
and gave into the warmth. Being held
was unfamiliar to us both. Culture
and all. This larger-than-life woman
had shrunk into her own dwindling
frame. As time passed, she seemed to
be returning to her infancy. Her eyes
unfocused, a milky grey of glaucoma.
Her ears heard nothing, or our issues
didn't matter to her anymore. The
tiny warm body in her lap reached its
fingers out and gripped her equally frail
thumb. My baby, almost the same size
as her, brought a pleasant, surprised
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smile to her face. Finally, the living had
her attention again. He goo-gooed, she
cooed back with encouraging noises.
The first language still intact in both -
wordless and yet complete. He fussed.
He was hungry. Worry swept between
her wrinkles. She couldn't remember
my name, but she knew instantly that
this new life in her lap was hungry. She
knew this from holding many, many
lives over her nine decades. Most had
lived; some were not meant for our
world. Grief, hope all mingled in her

lap.

“Radha, Radha feed your child. He is
hungry.” She was calling out to me
but confused me with my mother. She
must have thought the baby was me.
She was released from the burden of a
life. The world around her busied itself
catering to the demands of young life.
She withdrew into her dreams. The
seventh nap since she woke up that

day. The living bothered her less and
less. Her memories seemed enough.
There was no more space in her life for
us. We were all slowly fading, newer
ones first. Wonder who would stay the
longest with her?

She held my hand, her paper skin
cooler than my memories of her. Life
did not burn through her, neither could
she dance through her chores. Time
had shrunk for her. Every day was
any other day, every hour was just a
ticking moment. Like beads counting
in a circle, going nowhere, but waiting.
Waiting for wear to wear her out of
existence. “Radha, you look so young.
You are so pretty.” She put her hands
on my cheek. This was the tenth time
she had said this. It irritated me to be
forgotten. This time | said nothing, just
held her hand. | would miss this touch
in time.

Reality didn't matter to her, and labels
didn't matter to me. | asked about
Grandfather, a test to see which
decade she was in now. He was still at
school and would return later. | should
make sure his teais served on time. It's
1950. Her brow knitted. Conflict arose,
present against past in her mind.
Both her current realities. “But | think
he may never return.” And she looked
away. Wistfully. She stared either at
a dream or an uncertain reality. She
slipped into another slumber. And |
just sat next to her. One generation
was learning to hold, and another was
letting go. | heard him cry in his aunt’s
arms. Clearly, it was time to be fed
again. | left.
